Grants, Fund Raisers, etc.
We have been applying for grants as they are available. The following are
the grants that we sought and events that we held in 2008.

The Mercer County at Play  grant,

The Ronald McDonald House grant, written with care by Anne Marie
Miller was ready in time by the deadline, but due to a misunderstanding, the
grant was not mailed in time. We will try again next year.

We held our first Skate Jam on National Go Skatebording Day, June 21st,

at the Robbinsville Skate Park. We raised $207. We
received food and giveaway donations from local

businesses and Snapple. Decked skate shop from
Princeton came with merchandise to sell and give away.

While they were there, they saw Kasty Peskosky. He is
now sponsored by Decked and was just in Death and

Taxes magazine in a Decked advertisement.

The Church & Dwight  grant for $1,000. Makers
of Arm & Hammer products. The application period
conflicted with prepping for the Triathlon and we were
not able to complete the paperwork in time.

The First Presbyterian Church of Hightstown’s Mission Commit-
tee gave us $2,500 with a pledge for $2,500 more when we reach
$300,000. This was a very appreciated grant. The letter to the committee
was writen by Rick Pratt and he also attended a meeting to describe the
plans of the park.

The Tony Hawk Foundation grant also written by Anne Marie Miller
for up to $25,000. We received natification from them on December 10th
that we were not selected. In early January we should hear their
comments.

The Parks and Recreation Commission of Hightstown
Sprint Triathlon. It raised
approximately $10,000 for
the skatepark. thank you to
Darek Hahn for an excellent
job in planning and coordi-
nating a great event.

We held two competitions
in June for design of a
custom Hightstown skate
deck and shirt. With the
help of the Hightstown East
Windsor Board of Education
we distributed 2,500 flyiers
throughout the schools. The
flyers were donated by
Triangle Reprocenter in East
Windsor. Mike Miller won the
shirt design competition and Bryan
McGinn won the deck design.

The Mercer County at Play  grant. This grant is no longer being offered
by the county.

The Ronald McDonald House grant. We found out that the grant
needs to be send to our local office.

Park. The main goal for this event is to have fun, wit h
a secondary goal of raising money, awareness and
visibility.

deadline for this grant for $1,000.

We will continue to work towards The First Presbyterian Church of
Hightstown’s Mission Committee’s goal set for us of $300,000 so that
we may receive another $2,500 from them.

The Tony Hawk Foundation  grant. We will revise our plans as required
to achieve this grant and reapply. Along with the re ceipt of a grant from Tony
Hawk will come his knowledge of our park.
